4. The following 11 scholarships have separate applications, available in guidance and are due by Thursday, March 29: 
a) Hopatcong Education Association Scholarship: 

• All seniors may apply. 
b) Hopatcong High School’s PTSO Scholarship: 

• A senior who plans to further pursue his/her education at a 2 or 4 year college or trade school or 
military. Applicant or family must be an active member of the HHSPTSO. Applicant must have actively 
participated in community service. See application for additional criteria. 

c) Hopatcong Women’s Club Scholarship: 
• A senior accepted into a two or four year college. 

d) Hopatcong Warriors Scholarship 
• A senior graduating from HHS that must have participated in the Hopatcong Warriors Football or 

Cheerleading program, must have earned a Varsity letter in either football or cheerleading, and is 
pursuing higher education. 

e) Kristina R. Threlkeld Memorial Scholarship: 
• A senior pursuing a degree in music and/or the performing arts. 

f) Lake Hopatcong Foundation Scholarship – The Lake Environment: 
• A college-bound student who plans to study environmental science, environmental policy, ecology, or a 

similar field that focuses on the natural world and conserving the environment 
g) Lake Hopatcong Foundation Scholarship – The Lake Experience: 

• A college- or trade school-bound student who plans to go into a field that is related to the lake 
experience, including public safety, marine trade, aquatic athletics, etc. 

h) Lake Hopatcong Rotary Scholarship: 
• A senior planning to attend college who has good academic standing and who is community oriented. An 

interview is required. 
i) Paula Mae Bandler Scholarship: 

• Most Scholarships are about grade point average and athletic achievements. This was designed to help 
those students who cannot achieve this but are talented and have a passion for what they do.  They 
must know the power of a smile and friendship and be enrolling into college or other continuing 
education/trade. 

j) Kiwanis Club of Lenape Valley Scholarship: 
• Kiwanis is a global organization of volunteers dedicated to changing the world, one child and one 

community at a time.  The Kiwanis Club of Lenape Valley proudly serves the children in Byram, 
Hopatcong, Stanhope and Netcong.  They are looking to award outstanding high school seniors who plan 
to further pursue their education at a 2 or 4 year college or trade school and who actively participate 
in bettering their community.

Please 
submit an additional essay explaining what positive experiences you got out of being a part of 
HHS Drama Club.

• A senior pursing a degree in education and involved in the community. The senior must have attended 

Day Plus to be eligible for this award. 

9.  Hopatcong Fire Company #4 Scholarship: 
• A senior with outstanding academics who is planning to attend a 2 or 4 year college or university. 

10.  Hopatcong High School Chiefs Booster Club: 
• A senior who has participated in a sport or club at HHS.  Families must become a member each year to 

be eligible. 
11.  Hopatcong Republican Club Scholarship: 

• A senior with a record of involvement in the community. 

12.  JoAnn Bromirski-Lange Memorial Scholarship: 
• A senior planning to attend a 2 or 4 year college and majoring in the field of social studies, psychology 

or counseling. The candidate must show good character, citizenship and scholarship.
